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Guernsey to receive 95 cruise calls
this season
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Guernsey will receive 95 cruise calls this season bringing a potential 147,260
passengers to the island, an increase on 2022 figures.

The season gets underway April 15 with the arrival of
Conti Group’s Hamburg, concluding October 22 with
MSC Cruises’ MSC Euribia.

Silversea is due to call at the port on five occasions in
2023, as the destination pursues a strategy of

attracting more luxury cruise ships.

12 cruise ships will call at Guernsey for the first time
ever.
